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Document Purpose

This document sets out the changes included in Version 1.4.2 of the CMA Central System which is to be released into the live environment between the close of business on 06/03/2009 and start of business on 09/03/2009.
A number of “Hot Fixes” have been undertaken between the previous Software Release (1.4.1) and this Release (1.4.2).  These fixes were detailed in CMA Bulletin BU032
 issued in December 2008.
The release note describes the following:
Functional Changes (detailed in Section 2)
Reporting changes (detailed in Section 3)
Resolved Gemserv Incidents (detailed in Section 4)

Other information about the release is provided in Section 5.

  Functional Changes
1.1 T005.0 stuck on Transition SPIDs
This corrects several issues relating to transactions T004.0, T005.0 and T009.0.  Firstly, a T004.0 was not processing an SS SPID associated with the WS SPID.  In turn, this was preventing a T005.0 Read from being processed. The transaction was stalling and the Read could not be uploaded and no T009.0 was then being generated.

1.2 Modifications Requested
The Central System is to be modified so that two different values can be input in the CMA admin LVI screens (and held at SPID category level, WS or  SS) for the SGES (Ex SEES) Credit.    The Central System will also apply the relevant credit in accordance with the SPID Category when performing the settlement run calculation.  The name shown on the screen will also be changed from SEES to SGES to reflect the change from the Scottish Executive to the Scottish Government.
Presently, the Central System holds and applies a single value for SGES Credit. However, the 2008/09 scheme of charges requires two values.  The actual outcome to date has resulted in a small difference as it has only been possible to apply a single value.  This small difference will be addressed in future settlement runs.

1.3 Changes to Address Processing on T013.0 Transactions
This change will resolve the issue with changes to address processing on T013.0 (Update Meter data) which causes transactions to either be rejected or not process and become stuck.  Currently, there are inconsistencies between the processing rules on the HVI and the database structures in the processing of T013.0 transactions which cause this.  
A range of address lines have been amended.  These are:

· Data Item D5011 (Post Town) to be Optional as indicated in the Data Transaction Catalogue (DTC, CSD0301) – not mandatory as per the database and processing rules.
· Data Item D5013 (Post Code) to be Optional as indicated in the DTC – not mandatory as per the database and processing rules.
· The defect in the HVI where the Data Item D4003 (text Comment field) was Optional, in conflict with the rule in CSD0301 was not corrected.  Rather the field attribute has been changed in the LVI to Optional rather than Required as currently indicated in the DTC.  This constitutes a change to the LVI processing for populating the transaction.  Formally this will require a change to the DTC which has yet to be implemented.
PLEASE NOTE, although the two fields D5011 and D5013 are “notionally” optional as indicated in the DTC, changes to any one of the address items D5001 – D5013 on a transaction updates the complete address data with the new values only.  To update an address safely, the whole address should be sent.

1.4 Transposed Details Following Meter Swaps
This fix will ensure that the correct information relates to a SPID following meter swaps and in turn that the Central System reports the correct information in a T019.0/T0020.0 on a Transfer.
Meter information currently becomes transposed between the old and new meters following a meter swap.  The information represented for each meter in the Central System is incorrect and there is potential for the Central System to report the wrong information in a T019.0/T0020.0 on a Transfer.

Options to fix the data already entered into the Central System that cannot be fixed automatically are being explored with our Service Provider.  Once these options have been fully formed the CMA will discuss them with the relevant Users.
1.5 Changes to Meter Read Validation – Negative Advances (MCCP020)

This change relates to increased validation on meter reads submitted and the associated rejection reason codes.  This will provide more granularity in the information provided to market participants using the CMA Central System.

Specifically, the Error/Return Code set (D4004) will be amended so that the code BD (Meter Read Rejected: outside usage threshold) will be replaced with five new codes covering a range of scenarios, in addition there will be a range of scenarios where the status of a previous read will affect the error returned on a subsequent one.
These changes will impact on the processing of the following transactions:-

· T009.0 Error notification (from CMA to LP)

· T009.1 Error notification (from CMA to SW)
The requested new error codes and rules are as set out below
	Code
	Message
	Criteria

	BH
	Meter Read Rejected: daily usage too high
	Daily usage >200% of average daily flow previously held in the CS

	BL
	Meter Read Rejected: daily usage too low
	Daily usage <20% of average daily flow previously held in the CS AND >0

	BZ
	Meter Read Rejected: zero meter advance
	Current and previous meter readings have same value AND site is NOT flagged as vacant

	BN
	Meter Read Rejected: negative meter advance, between -3 cubic mtr and 0 daily average volume; would create a negative charge
	New Read is negative and daily average volume  -<3m3 and >0m3 ;read does not fulfil ‘rollover’ criteria

	BV
	Meter Read Rejected: negative meter advance, less than -3 cubic mtr daily average volume; would create a negative charge
	New Read is negative and daily average volume  >=-3m3 and read does not fulfil ‘rollover’ criteria


It should also be noted that, where a site is flagged as vacant, it should not be possible for the system to generate a validation failure where the reason code would be BZ.   
CSD 0203 and 0301 have been updated to reflect the new meter codes.
Reporting Changes

1.6 Additional Fields in Disaggregated Report
As part of the development of the bespoke disaggregated settlement report certain fields were created but not populated. This change looks to populate those blank fields.  The following data items are in scope for population:

1. LUVA Applied is set to “Y” if the indicator is true on the last day of the IP being settled, if not will be left blank.
2. Actual Weighted Average is left blank as it is data required solely for the RF 
3. Estimated Volume will only apply to Volumetric Service Elements and shows the volume that is not based on a Meter Advance. For sewerage SPIDs apply the Return to Sewer Allowance (RSA).
4. Actual Volume Will only apply to Volumetric Service Elements and shows the volume that is based on a Meter Advance.  For sewerage SPIDs apply the RSA. (Note that the Total Volume column should equal the Estimated and Actual Volumes)
5. Estimated Daily Volume (Annualised) will be populated using the Daily Volumes (DVe), where this is applicable, for the invoice period and multiplying this by the number of days in the Tariff Year.  Where the Estimated Volume field is not populated this field can be left null.  For a meter network this is left as null as well.
6. Estimated Yearly Volume (YVe) is the value used to create the EWA for the Settlement Period.
7. YVe Derivation Method will be one of the following: ‘Read’ where a Meter Advance is used; ‘LPYV’ where a LP YVe has been used; or ‘ISTD’ where the industry default value is being applied.
1.7 Make Transfers per LP Report Functional 

The system has been amended so that a report used by the CMA, the Transfers per LP report, has been amended so that it can be run by the CMA without intervention by the Service Provider.    
Resolved Gemserv Incidents 
1.8 RV Proportion on non-metered Transition SPIDS
This change ensures that when a Transition SPID has not had a meter fitted in 2008/09 Year the 100% RV based measured volumetric and non volumetric charges will continue to be applied.
1.9 RV Proportion Charge Calculations
This fix addresses two issues with RV charging.  Firstly, whereby if there is a change to the chargeable attributes mid Invoice Period, the first part of the period would have the metering transition percentage applied twice.   Similarly, if there was a significant change during the invoice period e.g. meter installation then the unmeasurable (RV) component of the transitional charge would only be created for the first part of the period.
Other Information

1.10 Interface Changes 
HVI -  Response code BD has been removed and response codes BH, BL, BN, BV and BZ have been added.  A “D4003_Comment” field has been made optional in transaction T013.0 and the corresponding outgoing transaction T013.1

LVI - No changes have been made to the LVI as part of this release.
1.11 Browser Compatibility

The Low Volume Interface (LVI) is configured for use, and has been fully tested, with the following browsers:
